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Title – Study of Rural Health with Diabetes in focus. 
 

1. Objectives 
a. To expose the students to healthy lifestyle in rural areas. 
b. To understand the growing diabetes prevalence in rural areas. 
c. To educate students the role of diet management in healthcare. 

 
2. Context 

a. Diabetes is rapidly growing in the rural areas. 
b. Lifestyle and diet changes can be its driving factors. 
c. Ignorance in the society is the ultimate cause. 
d. There is need to improve awareness about diet and lifestyle.  

 
3. The Practice  

a. Students were asked to study 5 neighbors each. 
b. In all, 10 students studied 50 rural persons.  
c. Women comprised 60% while men 40% in the study. 
d. Their sugar level and diet, daily activity schedule was recorded.  
e. The correlation between the 3 features above was taken into account.  

 

4. Evidence Of Success 

a. About 20% rural people are diabetes affected.  
b. The ratio is higher among the women (25%) than the men (15%). 
c. Frequent tea consumption with much sugar is the main culprit.  
d. Women have more sedentary habits, so are more at risk.  
e. Outdoor work is mainly done by men and so they remain active and healthy.
